Many who have ruag upon the ten bells at Stonham
Aspal in the county of Suftolk—tenor 24 c. in E flat—and
upon the eight bells at the neighbouring parish of Cod-
denham—tenor 16% c. in F sharp—(both rings being the
gift of Theodore Eccleston of Crowfield Hall, esq., in the
years 1741-2, and coming from the Whitechapel foundry)
have been interested in learning what they could about
this ¢ ringing squire,” and the company of ringers which
he maintained by smploying them on his estate; and the
commonly-accepted tradition about him has been that he
ran through his property, went out to America, and died
there. The following facts about him may therefore be of
interest to the readers of “ Tur BrLL NEws,” entirely
disproving the popular belief. :

Theodore Eccleston was the grandson of Hugh Eccles-
ton, and only son of John Eccleston, of London, merchant,
by Isabella his wife, daughter of John Harwood. This
John Eccleston made his will, 31st July, 1735 (proved Au-
gust 4th, 1735) bequeathing his property in equal portions
to his wife Isabella and children: Anne, Hester, Priscilla,
Isabella, and Theodore. Thus Theodore Eccleston in-
herited some means from his father, but the way in which
he became possessed of the Crowfield estate was this: His
mother had an only brother, Henry Harwood, who had a
Grant of Arms from the Herald’s College, 13th August,
1722, in which he is described as of Little Chelsea, in the
parish of Kensington, also of Crowfield Hall, in the county
of Suffolk, and son of John Harwood, late of the city of
London, merchant, by Katharine Middleton his wife,
daughter of John Middleton, of Twickenham, co. Middle-
sex, esq., and sometime Sergeant-of-Arms to the House of
Commons. This Henry Harwood purchased the Crow-
field estate in or previous to the year 1722, and dying
intestate 1oth December, 1738, was buried in Crowfield
church—where a slab on the floor still exists to his
memory—and his sister succeeded to the whole of his
property. Administration of her brother's estate was
granted to her 17th January, 1739, as “ Isabella Eccleston,
widow, the natural and lawful sister and only next of kin.”
By her will dated 5th May, 1743, she desired to be buried
at Kingston-on-Thames, in the burial-ground of her friends,
and amongst other things bequeathed certain property to
her daughter Hester for life, with remainder in default of
issue to her son Theodore, and with ultimate remainder in
default of issue to William, eldest son of Arthur Middle-
ton, of South Carolina, her mother’s nephew. Her manors
of Crowfield Hall and Bocking Hall in Suffolk, with lands,
etc. in Crowland-cum-Bocking, Brockford, Wetheringsett,
Stonham Aspal, Mendlesham, Earl Stonham, Coddenham,

Wattisham, and Ringshall in Suflolk, also Dickleburgh
Hall in Norfolk, to the use of her said son Theodore for
life, with ultimate remainder in default of issue to her
said cousin William Middleton. ’

The gth bell at Stonham Aspal bears the following in-
scription: ¢ In this tower hung 5 bells the tenor weighing
10 hun, 2 qrs. olbs. In the year 1742 they were taken
down and with ye addition of 3 tons 10 hun. of mettle were
recast into ten att ye expence of Theodore Ecclestone esq,
of Crowfield Hall aged 27 years. He also gave a new
frame att ye same time 1742. Thos Lester made us all.”
This proves that Theodore Eccleston was born about the
year 1715. He appears to have lived much at Mortlake ip
Surrey, where he had a house; which accounts for his .
giving the two trebles to that church in 1746, one of which
still bears his name, the other having been recast in 1y3y.
He also gave two bells to Fulham parish church, both of
which have been exchanged or recast (see * BeLL NEws,”
vol. xxiv. p. 506, etc.), and two to Winchester Cathedral—
the present third and fourth—of which the fourth .only
remains, bearing his name and the date 1742, the third
having been recast in 1772. What his cobpmection with
these last two places was I have been urable to discover.
He married at Mortlake April 24th, 1746, Catherine (who
died in 1747, and was buried March 2nd at Mortlake),
daughter of Mr. Samuel Jacomb of Ipswich and Flora his -
wife. The only issue/of his marriage was a son, Theodoge,
who was baptised March 3oth, 1747, died in infancy, and
was buried at Mortlake July gth, 1751. His knowledge
of change-ringing must have been acquired in the metro-
polis previous to his connection with Suflolk, as he joined
a London society called the Eastern Scholars in 1735, and
as a member of that society assisted in ringing $hetenerdo:
6012 changes of Grandsire Caters at St. Saviour's, South-
wark, 28th November, 1735, in 4 hours 45 minutes, at
which time he would have been about twenty years of age.
He was elected a member of the Ancient Society of
College Youths in 1744, served the office.of steward in
1747, and Master in 1750, but does not appear to have
taken part in any peals with that society. Two old peal-
boards still hang in Coddenham belfry an which his name
appears; and there is an interesting chandelierof heawy
cast brass bearing the inscription—¢ The gift of Theodgre
Eccleston, esq. in the year 1740.” Originally.it had: six
moveable branches, but unfortunately two only of them
now remain. The particulars on the peal-boards are.ag
follows : — ' '

“On Thursday, September ye 10th, 1741, was ragg in this
stesple by ye Crowfield Society of Ringers a compleat ‘Paal of
Five thousand and forty of Gathrine’s Tri les, befng the furst -
true Peal that Ever was Prick’d with two"Doubles only. It was
completed in three hours and seven minntes'by ye men whogg
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names are under-written: Theodore Eccleston, Esqre, 1;
Daniel Harsham, 2; John Foster, 3; Samuel Culham, 4;
Samuel Keeble, 5; John Leggett, 6; Stephen Garnbam, 7;
Samuel Anderson, 8. John Foster called the bobs.” i

% On Tuesday, November ye gth, 1742, was rung in this steeple
by the Crowfield Society of Ringers a compleat peal of five
thousand and forty Bob Major, being the first eight bell peal
ever rnng Here. It was compleated exactly in Three Hours by
the men whose names are under-written. Senjamin Walker, 1;
Daniel Hearsham, 2 ; John Jennings, 3 ; Samuel Cullum, 4; John
Bales, 5; Andrew Field, 6; Robert Greening, 7; Theodore
Eccleston, 8. N.B.—Andrew Field called the bobs.”

It is also said that he took part in a peal at Stonham
Aspal, if so, and a board was erected to record it, it has
long since disappeared. He died in 1753, and was buried
January 14th with his wife and son at Mortlake ; and it is
not a little singular that although their burials are duly
recorded in the register there, no memorial inscriptions of
any sort exist. The following is a short abstract of his
will: * Theodore Eccleston of Crowfield co. Suffolk esq. :
executor to sell my personal estate. To continue the an-
nuity to the widow Cawdell, constantly paid by me and
my late mother. To my cousin Lucretia Fedden £100.
My angling rods to the Rev. Mr. Henry Austin. To my
father-in-law Mr. Samuel Jacomb and Flora his wife £10
each. To the six children of my sister Isabella Everard
£100 apiece at their ages of 21 years. To my friend Mr.
Samuel Anderson 10/6 a week for life. Rest of my manors
&t. to my loving friend Mr.. Samuel Alexander and his
heirs &c. This 1st day of October 1752.” This will was
proved by the solemn affirmation of Samuel Alexander,
sole executor, 25th June, 1753. The bulk of his property
having been settled by his mother’s will, he had no dis-
posing power over it, and at his death it passed to the
ultimate remainder-man, his cousin William Middleton,
and is still in the possession of the latter’s lineal descend-
ant, the present Lady de Saumarez. My friend Mr.
Samuel Anderson ** was one of his Crowfield company of
ringers, and is called ¢ Mr. Samuel Anderson of Stonham
Aspal " in the subscribers list to John Holt’s ¢ Four Peals”
1753 (see Snowdon’s ¢ Grandsire,” 1st ed. p..130).

As will be seen above, his name appears on one of the
Coddenham peal-boards as ringing the tenor to the peal
of Gathrine's Triples. It is also interesting to note that
Theodore Eccleston came of a Quaker family, and was

probably drawn to the Church by his love of bells and |

He
found the church and ‘ the bell ” there when he came, but it
suggested no nuisance to his undoubtedly sensitive tempera.
ment, and within a stone’s throw also of the church the greatest
preacher of the age made his home, I mean Charles Haddon
Spurgeon. Neither of these great men complained of annoyance
from the be!l in question. I suppose it suggested to them a very
pleasing little round, which I, when I was at school (and prob-
ably Sir William likewise) often sang, and I think your corres.
pondent, Sir W, ]. Soulsby, must have had it in his mind when
adding his very acceptable letter to the correspondence in your
columns. ' It runs thus:

 Sweetly the'soft church bell steals on the air,
And in the House of Prayer bids us appear ;
Children of God, it seems softly to say,
Haste to your Father's House,
Hasten to pray.”

Here you have the best of all reasons for the ringing of church
bells. Is the Muezzin still to summon Muslims to prayer while
our belfries remain dumb, and give forth no sound ? What
authority does the opinion of Charles Dickens lend to those
who carp at church bells ? On this, as on many other subjects,
we should not think of being influenced by his opinion, much as
we esteem his memory. In this respect he was no better
anthority than any one of your readers. He expressed his
individual opinion, that is all.

Cardinal Wiseman once severely condemned Dickens as a
* superficial traveller,”” when reviewing the American Notes. -
That eminent ecclesiastic was entitled to his opinion, but do any
of us share it —Joun A. MURRAY.

“ METHODS.”

Sir,—The com;;osition of the peal of Cambridge Surprise
Maximus rung at Ipswich belongs to the late Henry Hubbard.
It is given as a 60co of Treble Bob Maximus over his name in
Snowdon’s ¢ Treatise,” page 3 part II.

In your last issue Mr. Trollope gives a well-eonstructed seven-
bell method, upon which I congratulate him, and he asks why it
should not be rung. My reply is (without deprecating this
method in any way) the only reason 1 know of is there are
better ones existing, Grandsire and Stedman, etc. Why I say
this is that I consider any method of pure Triples is better than
one made up of triple and double changes as this is. The plan
is as old as any composition, as I will show by giving a similar
method trom Stedman’s Campanalogia, 1677, given there under
the title of Doubles and Triples.

. 1352746
It may be said this method is not so good, as the back change
of plain course lead-ends do not come up in plain course. Well,
Sir, that I admit, but for my argument it matters not, as every
true composition of seven bells contain all and every change,

. then every such peal or composition contains all the music
- possible, and’ hence it makes no difference where golden or

other changes come ; they are all there somewhere, no matter
what the method or composition, the only variation is in the

- calling of the peal and the position in which changes come up.

A brief reference to Major or even-bell methods will illustrate
perhaps more clear my meaning. Here Bob Major lead-ends
and back changes should be retained, as there is no better
music to supplant these; so if you get a good musical plain
course you may count on a good musical composition, Bob
Major itself for example. But if you once lose these lead-ends
in plain course they are lost perhaps for all time, which, as I
have tried to show, is not the case in seven-bell methods.

P.S.—Of course these methods are not to be classed with
pure triple methods, except to make them illegitimate. But,
Sir, classed by themselves, they will stand, may be rang, if they
find favor amongst ringers and conductors.

Obituary.

GEORGE LONGDEN. “

It is with regret we have to record the death of the above-
named ringer, a much-respected member of the Ashton-under.
Lyne parish church Society, which took place on Tuesday,
August sth, and was interred at Hurst Cemetery on Saturday,
August 8th. After the funeral muffled touches of Grandsire and
Stedman Cinques and Treble Bob Maximus were rung by mixed
bands. The deceased will be greatly missed by the Ashton
company, and his place will be hard to fill. A first-class ringer
and conductor both in the tower and on handbells, he- com-
menced his ringing career in 1873 at St. Peter’s church, Ashton,
and rang his first peal at that church on the 11th October, 1877,
since which time he has rung zog peals, thirty of which he had
oonducted, amongst which were five 7000s, two 8ooos, three
10,0008, and the famous record peal of 16,608 Kent Treble Bob
Major, rung on the 18th of May, 1883, in which he rang the 7th
bell. He was well known throughout the United Kingdom as a
first-class striker, as he had travelled' all over it, as well as
abroad, in connection with bis work as a representative of ‘the
National Gas Engine Company of Ashton, by whom he was
greatly respected ; and in the opinion of the writer the knocking
about 18 the cause of his early death, he only being 49 years of
age. He leaves a widow and three little children to mourn his
loss. The deceased was followed to the grave by representa.
tives from twenty-six different towers and a large number of his
fellow workmen and trade members of his Seciety, the Amalga-
mated Society of Engineers. A course of Grandsire Caters was
rung on handbells by the graveside by J. Wood, J. Mellor, S.
Wood, B. Thorpe, S. Booth, A muffled peal of Kent Treble
Bob Maximus was rung as a last mark of respect by members of
the Lancashire Association, particulars of which have been al-
ready published. The following is a list of the peals rung by
deceased : Grandsire Triples 26, conduycted 7; Grandsire
Major, 4; Grandsire Caters 11, conducted 1; Grandsire Royal,
1; Grandsire Cinques, 4; Stedman Triples 8, conducted 1;
Stedman Caters, z; Stedman Cinques, 1; Kent Treble Bob
Major 94, conducted 8: Kent Treble Bob Royal 15, conducted
1; Kent Treble Bob Maximus, 8; Oxford Treble Bob Major, 4;
Plain Bob Triples 1, conducted 1; Plain Bob Major 21, con-
ducted 7. On. handbells: Plain Bob Major, 4; Kent Treble

‘Bob Major, 3; Kent Treble Bob Royal, 1; Grandsire Caters 1,

Total rung 209, conducted 28.

Two well-known metropolitan ringers have also just recently
died. Mr. Walter Jones, who was one of tho St. Paul’s Cathe-
dral company dying at a comparatively early age from the
dread complaint known as pneumonia. Muffled peals have been
rung to his memory, at St. Paul’s and Bow; and at St. Dunstan’s,
Stepney, to which company he also belonged, the whole pull
and stand was rung. The other departed ringer.was Mr. Henry
Wood, elder brother of Matthew Wood, who died at the grand
old age of g1. Henry Wood was a member of the College
Youths, and a sound ringer in various methods. By his decease
the company loses one of their oldest members, .
